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HISTORICAL SKETCH

The 125th Anniversary of our Church was celebrated the week of November 12 18, 1967 The pictures of
our families which appear in this pictorial directory were taken during that week as a feature in our
anniversary event. On Wednesday evening, over 200 persons filled the banquet hall at the Parkway Inn for
our Anniversary Dinner The theme: ‘OUT OF THE PAST — THE FUTURE’' was highlighted in the
banquet programs by the thumb-nail sketch of our 125 years, which is printed below
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January 11th, thirteen members met in the home of Miss Maria Waits and organized themselves into
““The First Baptist Church of Niagara Falls, New York. Elder Claghorn was installed as their
minister.

First steps taken for a church edifice. Twelve years later the plans were consummated on a lot
secured on First St. Records read, ‘‘proffered by Augustus Porter Esq. for the express purpose
of building a church.”’

Rev Joseph B. Vrooman, pastor.
Elder Jacob Blair then minister

Records incomplete and showed no regular pastor, however, Rev F H. Johnson, Rev H. J. Stimson
and others became members of the congregation.

Rev Charles Keyser became pastor and remained for three years.

Dedication of the church, ‘“A building 40 feet long, 36 feet wide with 14 feet walls and a basement
beneath made of stone.”’

Rev E. T Robinson, pastor.
Rev Henry W Barnes, pastor.

Rev A. M. Tennant, pastor. It will be seen that there were considerable breaks between these
respective pastors though the church records made mention of the usual routine of activities.

Two evangelists, Brand and Caldwell came into the life of the church.

During their stay the church was fired with a new zeal. It was this year that the Ladies Aid
Society was organized.

Pastors G. H. Kemp, G. T Webb, L. A. Mitchell and James Rae led the congregation in the old
building.
Rev Abner F Bowling and his faithful followers made the move and laid the cornerstone of our

present church building on June 16th, 1900. It was in this year also that the Women’s Missionary
Society was organized.

January 20th, the first services were held in the new building. During Pastor Bowling’'s term of six
years, more than-300 persons united with the church.

Rev John Vasser was called to the church and remained until June 1916, and the church continued
to grow.

In September of this year the Baptist Young Peoples Union (BYPU) was reorganized.

In these two years more than 80 members of the Church Bible School were united with the church by
Baptism. A total of 243 new members were enrolled during this period.

Rev Charles McLean became pastor and under his leadership the church made huge strides.

Rev Arthur B. Mercer came to Niagara Falls. Under his leadership the church thrived well. During
this period an addition of a three story building came into being. Membership of the church saw
greater growth than in any other previous year. ‘‘He built well.”

Mr. Willard Gallotte formed a church orchestra of faithful, talented musicians which added much to
the worship life of the church.

Rev Eugene Mintz was called as pastor. It was during this period that the Rev. Kilburn K. Holt
was called to be the first Minister of Education. His efforts helped in the growth of the church
school. The BYPU Press was established and served the church faithfully for many years.

The Baptist Missionary Convention of New York State established a mission in the city. Mr & Mrs.
Robert Adams helped in organizing it as the Emmanuel Baptist Tabernacle and it later became a
church. Mr Adams was later ordained as pastor
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Rev Charles R. Osborn became our pastor. Under his devoted and faithful leadership the church
advanced considerably

The New York State Baptist Convention was held at the ‘‘Cataract House’’ here in Niagara.

Dr. Walter Kallenback, blind evangelist and musician held a ten-day preaching mission which
brought great blessings to many

Rev Osborn was elected President of the New York State Baptist Convention.
On May 14th, the newly redecorated church auditorium was rededicated as well as our new organ.

A weeks conference was held on ‘‘Christ and World Needs’’ by Charles A. Wells, noted writer,
lecturer, world traveler and cartoonist.

Our congregation celebrated it’s 100th Anniversary as a church dedicated to God and the community.

Rev H. Victor Kane became our pastor. Under his enthusiastic leadership the attendance grew
until it was necessary to have two services to accomodate the large congregation.

The first group of Jr. Deacons were formed: Andy Baxter Jr., Ronnie Ellis, William Hughes, David
Kenyon, Calvin Kercheval, Bruce Rhodes, Frank Richardson and William Schouler.

Miss Edith Ducey was called to our church as Director of Christian Education.
The first funds were raised for the Lewiston mission extension.

The ‘“Year of the New Frontier’ We acquired property and established a mission church in
Lewiston, New York. Also during this period, the church called Rev Donald Robinson as
Associate Minister.

This was the 100th Anniversary of the first church building. It was celebrated with a campaign for
a new sanctuary

The Rev. Eric L. A. Hill began his pastorate with us.

The year of ‘‘AIM’’ (An Informed Membership) came into existence -

Rev David Kline was called as our Director of Christian Education.

Much thought and effort given in the building up of our organizational strength.
Rev Edward Gunther called as pastor.

A Christmas Flamily Workshop was held on November 25th. Our Church families made advent
wreaths.

The launching of ‘‘Mission 66’’ -- a slogan given to a program designed to raise funds to rebuild
First Baptist Church both physically and spiritually

A beginning Demolition of the church house. The making of plans for a second capital funds
campaign by 1967

Ten study groups met in the homes of our church families during the Lenten Season and produced
some exciting conversations in the life of our church. A preaching mission was also held this year
by Rev H. V Kane.

Rev Pierre Tangent became our Pastor in September. It was his hope to call in every church home
before the Easter season, seeking to become acquainted w}_th the congregation.

During the Lenten season a Sunday evening series was conducted on THE MEANING OF WORSHIP
Dr. John Skoglund, professor of Worship and Preaching at Colgate Rochester Divinity School was
the speaker at each session. Following this study the Worship Committee of the Diaconate
developed a new order of worship based upon the principles discovered. At their request, the
Pastor preached a series of sermons on the meaning and structure of the worship service to
introduce it. More congregational participation in worship was one of the purposes. Bibles were
placed in all of the pews so that the congregation could take part in the reading of both the Old and
New Testament lessons. Prayers and responses were included also, to involve the entire congre
gation in the experience of worship.
