Although Bethany may be small in terms of the number of people who make up the membership, it is yet
an active church. Incorporated in 1906 as The Swedish Evangelical Lutheran Bethany Church, its original
ministry was fo persons primarily of Swedish descent or emigration. During the pastorate of its beloved
minister, the Rev. Joshua E. Nelson (1929-60), the congregation gradually grew and expanded its mem-
bership to non-Swedish persons. This growth accelerated under the exceptional pastorate of the Rev. S.
Kenneth Arntsen (1960-67).

However, a rapid loss in population from the Niagara Falls area since the mid 1960's has brought signi-
ficant changes at Bethany. Membership has declined gradually; but with it has come an increase in de-
termination to expand Bethany's ministry to the existing community of which its people are a part. More
and more is Bethany attempting to | ive out the words of our Lord Jesus Christ: "..the person who wants
to save his own life will lose it; but the one who loses his life for my sake will find it" (Luke 9:24). To
this end, the people of Bethany are actively involved in the community Meals On Wheels program and
have agreed to help fund and found a home for boys who are in need of more disciplined and loving care
than they have known in their own homes. Bethany has also opened its building to two neighborhood pro-
grams of the Mid City Coordinating Committee: a summer-long weekday instructional and recreational
program for children, as well as what is hoped wi || become a year-round "drop=in" center program for
adults one afternoon per week.

Perhaps most significant has been Bethany's willingness to experiment in a unique form of pastoral staff
ministry. John A. Huenniger, Bethany's Pastor, together with Pastor J. David Mumford of Zion Lutheran
Church and "retired" Pastor lvan L. Lange work as a team
caring for the needs of both congregations. The uniqueness
of this staff arrangement is that each congregationstill has
their pastor of call and complete autonomy, while at the
same time having the benefit of each pastor doing that
which primarily he does best == in both congregations.

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CALL YOUR PASTOR

When you are facing a serious problem

Your Pastor is trained to help you with your personal, family and many other
problems. He is more than willing to give what ever assistance he can or at least
steer you to where the help you need may be obtained. Praying together with him
may well enable you to face your problems with confidence. Call on him before
your problem gets too big for you to handle.

When there is illness

Your Pastor is as near to you as your telephone. He would appreciate being noti=
fied whenever a member of Bethany's family is hospitalized or whenever someone
ill at home would like to be visited. He is also more than willing to call upon
persons who are relatives and friends of Bethany family members.

When there is death

Your Pastor would appreciate being notified as soon as possible when there is a
death in your family. He can give comfort and counsel at this difficult time. If
he is going to be asked to conduct the funeral service, arrangements should not
be made without his being consulted.

When there is a birth

Your Pastor wishes to rejoice with you at such a time and to join with you in
thanksgiving to God.

When there is a person to be baptized

Your Pastor will want to counse | with the parents and sponsors of a child to be
baptized or directly with an older person. It is important that all who participate
in this sacramental occasion be aware of its meaning and significance.

When there is to be a wedding

Your Pastor should be consulted before a wedding date is selected. Since he will
want to meet several times with the wedding couple prior to the wedding date,
it is advisable to contact him well in advance of the anticipated wedding date.

When someone is interested in or needs the Church

You constantly meet persons of the community who have no local church affiliation
or are searching for the meaning of life. Speak up to themin behalf of your church
and suggest they make contact with your Pastor. At the same time, let the Pastor
know of such persons so that he may personally offer whatever assistance or guid-
ance may be needed.
