'he Mary B. Talbert Civic and Cultural Club was organized in
Buffalo, New York on February 3, 1974 by Mrs. Carolyn B.
"homas in her home on Linwood Avenue. Mrs. Thomas sought
to perpetuate the memory of this towering pioneer who made
the City of Buffalo her home for many years.

Mary Burnette Talbert, a Red Cross Nurse and the American
Expeditionary Forces in France during World War I, was born
and educated in Oberlin, Ohio. She received her Bachelor’s
Degree from Oberlin College at the age of 19 and was the first
woman to earn a Ph.D. from the State University of Buffalo.
Returning home from the war, she found that the idealistic slogan
ol “fighting to make the world safe for democracy” was false
for the American Negro. It was at the home of Mary B. Talbert
on Michigan Avenue that Dr. W.E.B. Dubois came to organize
the Niagara Movement, forerunner of the N. A. A. C. P., to protest
this country’s turbulent race riots.

Mrs. Talbert served as Vice-President, Director and Chairperson
of the N.A.A.C.P.’s Anti-Lynching Campaign. She traveled
thousands of miles throughout the United States speaking to
mixed audiences to gain support. Mary B. Talbert served as
President of the National Association of Colored Women’s Clubs
from 1916 to 1920. As President of the Frederick Douglass
Memorial Association, Mrs. Talbert was responsible for the
restoration of the Frederick Douglass Home of Anacostia in 1922.
She also served as a delegate to the International Council of
Women of Christiania, Norway in 1920. She traveled throughout
Europe lecturing on race relations and women’s rights.
